4. 2015-2016 Strategic Plan Update – Dr. Davis

a. Plan has been approved with 5 initiatives

i. Student Services is one initiative – Gifted identification falls under this category

1. Allows us to build agreement and understanding for how  gifted services will look in our buildings, regardless of turnover of staff.  

2. Important for us to be legally compliant according to Chapter 16 of the State Law.

3. We need to review our identification process so that the district can identify all students in need of services.

a. Gender equality in representation

b. Identify the instructional level of the gifted student to appropriately educate  the student

i. Instructional readiness through pretesting
ii. Standardized test results
ii. A model is needed to help guide decisions – currently the district uses Response to Instruction & Intervention (RTII) or  (MTSS – Multi-Tiered System of Supports) - Forms a Triangle of need for intervention

1. Tier 1 – Differentiated Core Instruction is at the base of the RTII Triangle (80% of students)

2. Tier 2 – Targeted Intervention is in the middle of the triangle (Approximately 15% of students)

3. Tier 3 – Intensive Intervention (Approximately 5 % of students both gifted and those that need special education services)
