i. PRHS, Hance and Wexford all scored above 90% range 

ii. PRMS, EHUE and Richland all between 80-90% range 

1. PSSA for students in grades 3 – 8 in Math and ELA 
2. PSSA Science is tested in grades 4 and 8

3. Keystone Exams are end-of-course assessments in Algebra I, Literature, and Biology

iii. Math/ELA/Science – indication of a year growth based on color
1. Pink – not one year growth
2. Green – expected one year growth

3. Blue – more than a year of growth

iv. Quadrants 1 through 5

1.  Quadrant 1 – growth made by students scoring in the lowest 20%
2. Quadrant 5 – growth made by students scoring in the highest 20%

Results Summary:
Grade 4:  Mainly pink – not demonstrating a full year growth

Grade 5:  Mainly blue – more than a full year growth
Grade 6:  Blue and green – a mix of a full year or more than a full year growth

Grade 7:  Math:  Quadrant 1, 2 and 3 – green/full year growth

5.  Testing – Dr. Davis

New testing plan for the fall:  
a.  Universal screening:

i. A committee has been reviewing a new computerized adaptive test to be implemented.
ii. Questions increase in difficulty based on the student’s answers
iii. To be used by teachers in future to group, cluster and enrich teaching
iv. Renaissance Star 360 to most likely be the new universal screener

b. Also, possibility to replace AIMs web and F&P testing
c. Grades 3 – 8 all kids got CDT, tied to PSSA standards.  

6. Transition Plan for Dr. Davis

Dr. Davis retiring at the end of 2016-17 school year

a. Director of Pupil Services role will be changed:

i.  Hire a new Assistant Superintendent for K-6

ii. Dr. Pasquinelli will take responsibilities for 7-12

iii. Special Services/Mr. Hustwit – responsible for Chapter 16 regulations and GIEP compliance. 

iv. Programming (appropriate challenge for students) will fall under Asst. Superintendent roles.

7. Question, Answer and Discussion Period

a. Discussion regarding availability of higher level books at elementary schools.  Parents having to send in books for their students.  Suggestion to discuss recommendations from librarian for higher level readers.
b. Discussion regarding availability of enriched/accelerated math at elementary level.  Appears to be a difference in how 3 elementary schools are handling.  Wexford – new accelerated math classes; Richland – math minutes – pull out 30 minutes 3 times weekly.  Next to get clarification from Dr. Davis.
c. Discussed new PAGE Gifted Learning Survey and importance of completion.
